A deal was made last week in which
Pater Wobor and his sons, Harvey and
Vern, expect to scon bocome owners
of the Dunlsp airport,

A meeting was called of the stock-
helders, of which thevre were some 43
in numbor, and it was decided to sell
to the Wobers, The legal part of the
deal is now in progress and it is hoped
that it will be completed in such o
manner that they might still go by the
present nanwe of Ploneer Flying Ser-
viee,

Soveral improvements have becn
made on and about the field.
